With the start of Lent this Sunday, we begin to think about all that our Lord brings to our lives and our eternal 
soul as we prepare to celebrate the Pascal Mystery that is Easter.  
 
Part of this reflection and humble reality of all we have been given, is our journeying with the Lord on His way to 
the Cross. The moment when He gives His very self for the salvation of our souls.  
We will be journeying with the Lord on the Way of the Cross every Friday through Lent. We will be praying with 
the Stations at 9.30 a.m after morning Mass, and again on Friday evenings at 6.00p.m (whichever you find 
easy to attend).
